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As the foundation and important pillar of national governance, public
finance plays an important role in national governance and economic development.
This course will start from the practical problems in the field of public finance
theory and fiscal practice, sort out the research results of modern economic
theory and public finance, based on the current status and problems in China’s
fiscal reform practice, and systematically introduce the basic principles of
finance. At the same time, this course discusses the contemporary application
of theory in public policy, organically combines theory and practice, and aims
to improve students’ comprehensive ability to think about financial phenomena
and solve financial problems, and train them to become high—level financial and
economic talents with good professional quality, grasp frontier theories and

have an international perspective.
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
