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Public Policy is an introductory course that explores policy—making as both
a problem—solving process and a political process. This course aims to educate
a new generation of public policy—makers and policy analysts, familiarizing them
with the necessary concepts, theories, methods and principles involved in the
formulation and analysis of public policy. The course provides an accessible
assessment of a wide range of theories and models from policy cycles, policy
transfer, rational choice and social—-economic explanations to multi-level
governance, advocacy coalitions and punctuated equilibrium and of their value
to policy analysis. The programme draws on the disciplines of political science,
economics, law, public management. Students develop a working knowledge of

particular aspects of political science theory relevant to understanding how
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public policies are formulated. They gain a basic understanding of economic
approaches to public policy analysis and of the concepts of economic efficiency
and equity as societal objectives.
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
