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The housing problem has profound economic and social development reasons.
At the same time, these problems affect economic and social development. To
explore the relationship between housing and various elements of economic and
social development is the theoretical basis for making housing policy. Housing
policy involves not only the protection of human’ s basic rights, but also the
stable development of economy and social harmony, so the value orientation of
housing policy should be studied comprehensively. On the basis of theoretical
thinking and practical exploration, this course tries to thoroughly explain the

above problems from multiple dimensions of economy and society.
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
