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Urban management is the process by which the city government conducts public affairs
management, provides city public services, and promotes a better city life. This course aims
to help students to understand the urban affairs management process by the city government
around public affairs and public service provision. Due to the complexity of the city itself,
urban management also presents a variety of interdisciplinary subjects, which mainly involve
public management, political science, sociology, and urban and rural planning.
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
